Contributions to Traditional
IRAs may provide an immediate
tax deduction for those who meet
certain basic income and other
requirements, but taxes are ulti-
mately due on amounts with-
drawn. On the other hand, Roth
IRA contributions are not deduc-
tible, but may leave you free from
federal income tax as long as you
keep the money in for at least five
years and are 59% or older when
you take it out.

In other words, Roth IRAs, as
Keri Dogan, a senior vice presi-
dent at Fidelity Investments, puts
it, are a potential “hedge” against
future higher federal income tax
rates.

“Most investors should consider
having a Roth IRA as part of their
overall retirement plan to poten-
tially help minimize taxes and
maximize retirement savings,”
she says.
