These shelter repair kits are 
going to provide residents with the tools necessary for them to start the

This is our first phase of our response to the 
people of Puerto Rico. Not building a house but we can certainly make a great 
impact on people’s lives. And a very simple thing of putting together a kit. This is 
a great way to help the people get back into their homes quickly. Today, here in 
Caguas, both the Habitat for Humanity International team and the Habitat for 
Humanity Puerto Rico team are distributing kits for the people of Puerto Rico. 
These kits are definitely going to improve their quality of life in the near term. 
And you can see already by the numbers showing up. It’s just a great feeling. 
Obviously very rewarding for us volunteers. But the important thing is to really 
see those families getting some improvement to their lives in the short term. Some 
people look at the kit and they see items and tools, but I see hope. Hope that will 
help us find the way to build our house again.
